label it on the map.

31) Fill in the missing directions on the compass rose.

32) Put a small town 125 miles northwest of Jaropolis. Put another small town 150 miles south of the center of this new town. Be sure to use the same symbol to show both towns. Name the towns and label them. Add the symbol you chose to use for towns to the legend.

33) Draw a river that starts in cell A-10 and runs to a delta in cell I-13. The river should have 3 tributaries. One tributary must flow into the river from a lake you are to draw in cell C-12. Give the river and the lake names. 

34) Draw a swamp in cell C-1 and give it a name. Add the symbol you chose for swamps to your legend.

35) Add a capital city to your map in cell B-12. Give it a name, then add your symbol for capitals to the legend.

36) Connect the capital city to Jaropolis by a railroad. Add your symbol for railroads to the legend.

37) Connect all your towns and cities with roads. Add a symbol for roads to the legend. Write how long the road is in miles next to the road from Jaropolis to your capital city.  

38) Add a mountain to your map, give it a name, and add your symbol for mountains to the legend.
